PICNIC FEE

Still Wrong

In some quarters, the U. S. Forest Service is
winning plaudits for lowering proposed fees for
camping and picnicking in the forests.

The 50-cents-per-person fee for picnicking is
to be cut from 50 cents to 25; the camping
charge from $1 to 50 cents; and the annual

sticker from $2.50 to $1.25.

While this definitely is a more reasonable
scale, it doesn't answer the basic question of
whether there should be a charge. After all,
recreation is one of the purposes for which the
forests were set aside. Moreover, to mal_ce a
charge for recreational use of the forests is to
charge people for use of their own land ; for the
national forests belong to all the people of this
nation.

Basically, the whole idea seems illogical ;
it probably is unworkable.

While it is possible that a case can be made
for a camping fee, to charge for picnicking is con-
trary to our whole American tradition. This is
a simple, wholesome, universal form of recrea-
tion, as old as civilization; and it has special
appeal for children. To charge them to go out
into the woods and hold a picnic is a little like
charging them for the air they breathe.

Any charge for picnicking is wrong. Making
the fee 25 cents instead of 50 doesn’'t make the
action right. Once a fee is put on, the chances
are it will never be taken off. And once people
accept the fee system, the scale can be upped
at will,

We hope the people of Western North Caro-
lina will refuse to accept it, now or ever.
